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oday’s feast of the Baptism of the Lord brings the Christmas cycle to an end. While
the feast of the Epiphany celebrates the presence of God manifested in Jesus, the
baptism of Jesus marks the beginning of his spirit-filled ministry.

Today’s first reading from Isaiah 42 is known as a Servant Song because it identifies
God’s chosen one as a servant totally devoted to doing God’s will. Isaiah describes this
servant as endowed with God’s own spirit whose mission is to bring justice to the world.
As an agent of God’s justice, this servant will be a light for the nations, open the eyes of
the blind, and bring prisoners out of confinement. Isaiah’s prophecy foretells the ministry
of Jesus who accomplishes perfectly the mission of God’s servant.

pastor As Mark’s gospel portrays, Jesus’ ministry begins with his baptism by John in the Jordan

River. Just as prophets and kings were anointed by God’s Spirit in Old Testament days,

the Spirit anoints Jesus at the moment
of his baptism, signified by the dove hovering over the
Jordan. That same Spirit anointed each of us at our baptism,
meaning that our ministry is no different from that of Jesus.
The presence of God’s Spirit guarantees that Jesus continues
his ministry through his church in today’s world.
