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L ent is a season of opportunity. The time we devote to prayer, fasting and alms giving 

provides us excellent opportunities to grow in God’s grace. Today’s gospel shows 

how, by the grace of God, Jesus overcame the temptations of the devil. The three 

temptations of satisfying hunger, the drive for power, and the desire to impress others are 

all normal human inclinations. Yet such temptations become sinful when they fail to 

express to God’s will. Had Jesus given in to just one of the devil’s demands, he would have 

failed in the mission to which God called him. But Jesus rose above the temptation to do 

his own thing and placed God’s will at the very center of his life and mission. Doing what 

God commands is the supreme challenge for all of us in these days of Lent. 
 
During this holy season of Lent, we celebrate Christ’s sacrifice made so his people would 

never be separated from a loving God. We join with Christ by making our own sacrifices 

through Lenten fasting and by sharing our gifts with fellow members of our Christian family. Last week I 

reported a current need of $102,600 based on 1) a projected year end deficit of $17,600 as reported in the 

EOFY Financial Report of September, 2009 (see parish website); 2) a December 3, 2009 St. Augustin School 

Board request of $30,000 assistance from St. Augustin’s Finance Council, as reported in the Finance Council 

minutes (see parish website); and 3) a $55,000 drop in anticipated parish income as of December 31, 2009.  
 
To address these and other needs we’re conducting a special Lenten appeal to raise $150,000 in support of our 

parish ministries. St. Augustin is a strong, viable parish, but many vital needs remain unfunded. You can donate 

to our general fund, or specifically for:  

The new fire alarm system that’s keeping our school and religious 

education  students safe 

Church staff and school teacher salaries that enable us to offer a just, 

living wage 

Heating and electricity to keep our school and church well-lit and warm 

Rectory expenses including food and building maintenance 

Parish hall chairs and supplies to provide a welcoming environment 

Worship aids and liturgy expenses including hosts, sacramental wine 

and liturgical books. 

Our financial needs are immediate. Your sacrificial gift during Lent will 

support our dedicated staff and maintain our church and school buildings, 

the touchstones of our spiritual lives as Catholic Christians. Please respond 

generously in thanks for the abundant gifts God has given you.
