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oday’s gospel points up an important feature of Jesus’ ministry. Jesus proclaimed

God’s kingdom not only by his preaching, but by healing many people and casting
out demons. In today’s gospel, Jesus heals Peter’s mother-in-law who lay ill with fever.
After that Jesus heals the sick and casts out demons. All these miracles were signs that,
through Jesus, God’s kingdom had broken in upon the world.

In the ancient world, many people viewed sickness as a sign of approaching death.
Seriously ill people were thought to be in the final grips of the power of death. In freeing
people from their illness, Jesus establishes his sovereignty over the power of death and
overturns the reign of Satan once and for all.

REv. JAMES C. POLICH T a5t Sunday’s gospel told of Jesus casting an unclean spirit out of a man in a Jewish

pastor synagogue. Today’s gospel narrates Jesus casting out many demons. In both instances

Jesus demands the evil spirits keep silent, lest they reveal Jesus’ true identity as the

Messiah. This intriguing device is known as the “messianic secret” and is unique to Mark’s gospel. The
messianic secret is Jesus’ way of concealing his divinely ordained mission as God’s anointed. This is why he
often admonishes the apostles and those he heals not to reveal his identity
to anyone. Jesus’ full identityas God’s anointed will be revealed only
when Jesus asks his disciples, “who do you say that I am?”” and Peter
responds, “You are the Christ” (Mark 8:29)
