I ent begins this Wednesday, February 25, with a call to repentance, symbolized by the ashes placed

Wednesday at 7:30 a.m., 8:50 a.m., and 7:00 p.m. Along with our regular daily Mass at 8:00 a.m.,
two additional Masses will be offered during Lent at 5:30 p.m. on Wednesdays and Fridays. In addition, we

will pray the Stations of the Cross on Fridays at 6:00 p.m.

All Catholics are encouraged to perform works of penance during Lent. These include abstaining from
meat on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays of Lent, as well as fasting (only one full meal) on Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday. Additional penances can include making a holy hour each week, preferably spending an
hour of adoration before the Blessed Sacrament, recitation of the Rosary, praying the Liturgy of the Hours

or other prayers.

Works of charity make for excellent penitential practice.
These can include taking food and supplies to homeless
shelters, devoting part of our income to church or charitable
organizations, or sacrificing luxuries for the benefit of the
poor and needy. All these works of penance focus our
attention on Jesus, whose suffering is revealed in the pain
and struggles of our brothers and sisters who bear the cross
of Christ today. Penance opens our hearts to receive God’s
grace and increase our care and compassion toward those in
need. By imitating the suffering and death of Jesus, we can
die to our sinful selves and rise to new life in Christ.

Enclosed in today’s bulletin you will find the latest issue of
Catholic Update titled “Ordinary Things, Sacred Meaning.”
This flier provides a wealth of practical ideas to make Lent
meaningful for families. By using ordinary items such as
ashes, food, rocks, dishes, and doorknobs, we can perceive
a spiritual dimension to these objects and detect how God
sanctifies our human nature through ordinary, everyday
occurrences. Let us pray that these days of Lent will bring
conversion and refreshment to our souls.
